Charging the Battery

Your phone is powered by a rechargeable standard Li-lon battery. Only use
Samsung-approved charging devices and batteries. Samsung accessories are

Use the Travel Adapter
The travel adapter included with your phone is a

convenient, light-weight charger that rapidly
charges your phone from any 120/220 VAC outlet.

Low battery indicator

The battery indicator ( JIII]) in the upper-right corner of the display indicates
power level. Monitor the battery strength and ensure your battery is adequately
charged.

* Ablinking empty battery icon ([__]) and a tone sounding indicate you have two to three
minutes before the battery is too low to operate the phone.

Activating Your Phone

Install the Battery

Using Browser

When you use the Browser, some of the keys operate differently than during a
normal phone call. The Browser presents onscreen items in any of the following
ways: Text or numeric input, Links (embedded in content), Numbered options or
Simple text.

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Browser soft keys

At the bottom of the Browser screen is a bar that contains browser commands. The
Left and Right soft keys are used to execute the browser commands that appear in
their respective corners of the display.

Web Features

With the web application, you can conveniently surf the web and download
ringtones and wallpapers using your phone. Each time you launch the web, your
phone connects to the Internet and the service indicator icon with a red arrow
( @ ) appears in the display.

Stored Web Content

This web application ends an Internet connection after a certain period of inactivity,
however some information from your session remains stored in the phone (if you
leave your phone turned on). You can access this information without reconnecting
to the Internet. However, if you are viewing stored information, and you select a link
to a site that was not accessed in your last session, you automatically re-connect to
the Internet.

How the Buttons Work

The top and right side of the screen contain control bars. The following table lists buttons
that appear in the control bars and their functions and the E key.
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Back — Displays the previously viewed web page,
if any.

Forward — Displays the previously viewed web
page, if any.

Refresh — Reloads and displays the current web
page.

Home — Loads and displays the web page
designated as your “home page”.

Zoom — Lets you enlarge or shrink web pages.
Favorites — Displays and lets you select from a list
of web sites you have saved as your favorites.

Add to Favorites — Lets you save the address and
title of the current web page to your favorites list.

Slide — Lets you touch and slide the current web
page to view undisplayed portions of the page.

Settings — Launches the Settings menu, letting
you customize the web application to suit your
needs.

Touch to exit the application and return the phone
to standby mode.



Section 8: Multimedia

This section outlines your phone’s multimedia functions and key features associated
with multimedia.

Accessing Multimedia

In standby mode, touch the Menu soft key, then touch Multimedia. The
following Multimedia sub-menus appear in the display:

o Gamera — Lets you launch and set up your phone’s camera.

o Camcorder — Lets you launch and set up your phone’s camcorder.

o My Images — Lets you choose the multi-media or pictures that appear in your phone’s
display.

o My Videos — Lets you choose the videos that appear in your phone’s display.

o My Ringtones — Lets you assign melody tones for calls, alarms, and other alerts.

o My Sounds — Lets you assign melody tones for calls, alarms, and other alerts.
Touch a sub-menu to launch it. The following sections describe the above
listed sub-menus in greater detail.

Camera

Using the camera module in your phone, you can take photos of people or events
while on the move. Additionally, you can set the picture as a Wallpaper or as a
Picture ID image. You can also adjust the resolution and appearance of your
pictures.

— In standby mode, press and hold the Camera key (@ ) — on the right side of the phone.
- In standby mode, press the Menu soft key, then touch Multimedia - Camera.

o Appear in your phone’s display while in standby mode (wallpaper).
« Serve as picture ID for one of your contacts.
* Be sent to another phone as part of a Picture message or over a Bluetooth connection.

When the Bluetooth is turned off, you cannot send or receive information via

Bluetooth. To save battery life or in situations where Bluetooth use is prohibited,

such as airline traveling, you can turn off the Bluetooth wireless technology
headset.

Alerts

 Voice Calls — Lets you select which ringtone, sound file, and/or one of a set of ringtones
and/or sound files plays when you receive a voice call.

Select the desired option. A related, scrollable Voicemail
ringtones list appears in the display.

To assign a ringtone to the selected option, m

select a ringtone in the list.

To assign a sound file to the selected option:
* Touch the down arrow in the upper right comer of the screen.
o Select Sounds. A sound files list appears in the display.

o Select the preferred sound or record a new sound by touching the Record New soft key.

Touch the Set soft key to save selection. Touch the OK soft key.

You can set your phone to sound an alert for the following operations: Minute Beep,
Roaming, Call Connect, Power On and Power Off.

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Key Tone
Key Tone lets you select the volume and the length of the DTMF tones that the

phone sends when dialing.
» From the Settings menu, select Sounds Settings - Key Tone. Touch the OK soft
key.

Vibrating Alert
Vibrating Alert lets you set your phone to vibrate in sync with ringtones and
melodies your phone plays.
» From the Settings menu, select Sounds Settings - Vibrating Alert. Select On or
0ff. Touch the OK soft key.

Call Settings
Call Answer
You can select a specific answer mode when you receive an incoming call.

1. From the Settings menu, select Call Settings = Call Answer.

The following call answer settings appear in the display:

* Any Key — Touch any key except the @===m or Left soft key to answer an incoming
call.

o Send Key — Press me==ss to answer an incoming call.

Tip: You can set your phone to answer calls automatically, without any input from you. For more
information, refer to “Auto Answer” on page 70.

2. Touch the OK soft key to save your selection.

Call Alert
» From the Settings menu, select Gall Settings - Call Alert. Make your selection and

touch the OK soft key to save.
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Auto Answer
With Auto Answer enabled, your phone automatically answers calls after a period of
time that you select.
» From the Settings menu, select Call Settings = Auto Answer. Make your selection

and touch the OK soft key to save.

Speed Dial

Speed Dial lets you disable the speed dialing function, except for the Voicemail hot
key (/1 ~ ) which remains active. For more information, refer to “Speed Dial

Numbers” on page 33.
1. From the Settings menu, select Call Settings = Speed Dial.
o On— Enables the speed dial keys.
o 0ff — Disables the speed dial keys.
2. Select the desired setting and touch the OK soft key to save your selection.

Auto Retry

Auto Retry automatically re-dials a number if the connection fails. Depending upon
your location, the number of times your phone automatically dials the number may
vary.

» From the Settings menu, select Call Settings = Auto Retry. Touch the OK soft key

to save your selection.

TTY Mode

Your phone is fully compatible with TTY equipment used by those who are hearing
impaired. TTY equipment is connected to your phone through the headset connector
on the top of the phone. TTY Mode must be enabled before you can use your phone

with a TTY device.
1. From the Settings menu, select Call Settings = TTY Mode. You are prompted

to confirm you want to change the current TTY Mode setting.
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Note: The “Enabling TTY may Impair Headset Use and Non-TTY Accessory Performance.” message
pops up when you select TTY Mode.

2. To access the TTY Mode settings, touch the Yes soft key. To return to the Call
Settings sub-menu, touch the No soft key.
3. If you touch the Yes soft key, the following settings appear in the display:
o TTY Full — Enables TTY mode and disables microphone and earpiece.
o TTY+Talk (VCO) — Enables TTY mode and microphone.
o TTY+Hear (HCO) — Enables TTY mode and earpiece.
o TTY Off — Disables TTY mode.
4. Touch the OK soft key to save your selection.

Note: The TTY icon ((&=]) appears in the top of the display when the phone is in standby mode.

Voice Privacy

Voice Privacy when enabled (that is, set to Enhanced), turns on advanced voice
encryption.
» From the Settings menu, select Call Settings - Voice Privacy. Touch the OK soft

key to save your selection.
Phone Settings
Airplane Mode

When set to On, Airplane Mode disables all radio functions of your phone. This
prevents receiving or making calls (except emergency calls), but allows other
features (such as the camera and the Tools) in sensitive environments, such as on
board an aircraft.

» From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings = Airplane Mode to turn On or Off

the radio transmitter and receiver in your phone.
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Language
The language option on your phone can change the language of voice prompts,
menus, and key-input.
1. From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings - Language to select English or
Espaiiol. Touch the OK soft key to save.

Vibration Feedback

When set to On, Vibration Feedback causes your phone to vibrate as well as play a
tone when you touch a key, button, or field on the phone to assure you that your
screen touch is recognized.

» From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings - Vibration Feedback. Touch the

Save soft key to save your selection.

Auto Screen Lock

Auto Screen Lock lets you set your phone to automatically lock all keys (except the
Power On/0ff-LOCK key) when the Backlight time expires.

Tip: If you set Backlight to Always On or Always Dim, Auto Screen Lock is disabled. You can
manually lock the touch screen and all keys by pressing the Power On/0ff-LOCK key ( @D )
at the top of the phone.

» From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings = Auto Screen Lock. Select On or
Off. Touch the OK soft key.

Security

Use the Security menu to lock your phone, set up emergency numbers, set
restrictions, as well as other security options.

Lock Phone

Locking the phone limits all outgoing calls except calls to 911 emergency and the
three user-programmable emergency numbers. You can lock the phone manually
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during use, or set the phone to lock automatically when it is turned on. With the
phone in lock mode, you can answer incoming calls, but you must unlock the phone
to place outgoing calls (except to emergency and secret numbers).

1. From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings - Security. You’re prompted to

enter the lock code.

Note: The default lock code is the last four digits of your telephone number.

2. Select the lock code field, enter the lock code, and touch the OK soft key.

3. Select Lock Phone. Touch the OK soft key to save your selection.

Tip: You can manually lock your phone by pressing (I@ID. For more information, refer to “Lock
Mode” on page 16.

Change Lock Code

The default lock code for your phone is generally the last four digits of your phone
number. It is advisable to change the default lock code to a secret code for security

purposes.
1. From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings = Security. You’re prompted to
enter the lock code.
2. Select the lock code field, enter the lock code, and touch the OK soft key.
3. Select Change Lock Code. You're prompted to enter the new lock code.
4. Enter the new lock code and touch the OK soft key. You're prompted to re-
enter the new lock code for verification.

5. Enter the new lock code again and touch the OK soft key.
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Emergency Numbers

Your phone provides the option of storing three emergency numbers. Each number
can be up to 32 digits in length. All emergency numbers can be manually called at
any time, even when your phone is locked or restricted.

Note: Emergency number 911 is hard-coded into your phone. You can dial this number any time,
even when the phone is locked or restricted. If you call 911 an audible tone is heard and an
Emergency prompt appears in the display for the duration of the call.

Important!: Because of various transmission methods, network parameters, and user settings
necessary to complete a call from your wireless phone, a connection cannot always be
guaranteed. Therefore, emergency calling may not be available on all wireless
networks at all times.

Important!: DO NOT depend on this phone as a primary method of calling 911 or for any other
essential or emergency communications.

Remember to always turn your phone on and check for adequate signal strength
before placing a call.

Store Emergency Numbers

1. From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings - Security. You’re prompted to
enter the lock code.
Select the lock code field, enter the lock code, and touch the OK soft key.
Select Emergency #.

Select from the three emergency number entries.

[

Enter an emergency number (up to 32 digits in length), then touch the Done
soft key to save the number that you entered.

Call Emergency Numbers in Lock Mode

» In standby mode, enter the emergency number. Press @8 to place the call.
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Reset Phone
Reset Phone returns all Settings to their factory default values.
1. From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings - Security. You’re prompted to
enter the lock code.

Note: The default lock code is the last four digits of your telephone number.

2. Select the lock code field, enter the lock code, and touch the OK soft key.
3. Select Reset Phone.
4. To return to the Security sub-menu without resetting the phone, touch No. To
restore default settings, touch Yes.
Erase All Contacts

Erase memory erases your Contacts and Group information (except Default). This
feature is useful if you want to give your phone to someone else.

1. From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings - Security. You're prompted to
enter the lock code.
2. Select the lock code field, enter the lock code, and touch the OK soft key.
3. Select Erase All Contacts.
4. To erase all entries, touch Yes. To keep the current entries and return to the
Security sub-menu, touch No.
Restrictions

Restrictions lets you restrict the use of your phone for outgoing calls, incoming calls,
and calls placed from your Contacts.
1. From the Settings menu, select Phone Settings - Security. You’re prompted to
enter the lock code.

Note: The default lock code is the last four digits of your telephone number.

2. Select the lock code field, enter the lock code, and touch the OK soft key.
3. Select Restrictions. The following options appear in the display:
e Qutgoing Calls — When set to Allow None, restricts the phone from originating calls.
¢ Incoming Calls — When set to Allow None, restricts the phone from receiving calls.
4. Select the desired Call Restriction. The following options appear in the
display:
e Allow All — Allows all calls.
e Allow None — Restricts all calls.
e Allow Contacts — Allows only Contacts.
5. Select the preferred setting.
6. To save your new setting, touch the OK soft key.
NAM Selection

The Number Assignment Module (NAM) is the electronic memory in your phone that
stores the phone number and an electronic serial number. Your phone allows you to
register your phone with a local number in two different markets. You can select
between NAM 1 and NAM 2.
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
